PREAMBLE 

The member of the geography and planning society, LASU have and firmly resolved to live in unity and harmony as one indissoluble sovereign society and in our effort to have a virile and progressive union hereby enact and adopt the constitution as writing below and this constitution shall be the springboard of all laws in the society.

ARTICLE 1: SUPREMACY OF THE CONSTITUTION

This constitution shall be binding on all members of the society and it shall govern without exception all members of the geography and planning society LASU

ARTICLE 2:

(a) Name:

The name of the association shall be Geography and planning society, LASU

(b) Affiliation

The society shall be affiliated to the Nigerian Association of Geography Student, Nation Secretariat.

ARTICLE 3: AIMS AND OBJECTIVES

(1) In search of truth relating to our physical and social environment and to enrich the quality of life for the present and the future generation of our society.

(2) To cater for the welfare of the members of the society by creation an effective means of communication among the generality of the students, members and the lecturers.

(3) To prevent the social, mental, cultural and psychological development of the members of the society and the university at large.

(4) To promote mutual existence and co-operation with the entire student body by LASU.

(5) To promote the good name of LASU.

ARTICLE 4: MEMBERSHIP

Membership of the society is for all geography major student and education geography student talking geography courses as elective are members, as they owe financial obligation to the society. Other interested students within the campus may be members of the association. However, all members must have accepted his admission and must have been matriculated.

ARTICLE 5: ORGANS OF THE SOCIETY AND THE POWERS THEREOF 

(A) The society shall consist of two arms:

(1) The executive council

(2) The congress

(B) Powers:

(1) The executive committee shall consist of the following elected officers:

(2) The following functions shall be performed by the executive council.

(1) The executive council shall be the decision-making organ of the society.

(2) The exercise or power by the executive council shall have binding force.

(3) Any exercise of power by the executive council which conflicts with the conformity of the constitution shall be declared ultra-vires.

(4) The executive council shall hold meeting from time to time, as it may deem necessary.

(5) To seek interest of the society and defend the society in matters involving students and the lecturers or other members of staff.

(3) Congress

The congress shall be the general assemble of students and motions shall be passed in the congress with a 2/3-majority vote.

ARTICLE 6: DUTIES OF OFFICERS

(A) President

a. He/she shall preside over all meetings of the society.

b. He/she shall have power to summon emergency meeting through the secretary general

c. He/she shall in addition to the treasurer and financial secretary be a signatory to the society’s account.

d. He/she shall give account of his stewardship at the end of his tenure of office.

(B) The Vice President

a. He/she shall exercise all the powers of the president in the absence of the                           latter.

b. In case of impeachment, incapacitation, resignation or death of the president, the vice-president shall move into the post of the president.

(c) The Secretary General

a. He/she shall summon meetings of the society after consultation with the President.

b. He/she shall cater for all correspondences of the society.

c. He/she shall keep minutes of the society’s meetings

d. He/she shall keep reports of the society’s activities at every meeting.

(d) The Financial Secretary

a. He/she shall take care of all finances of the society and account for the expenditures and finances of the association in accordance with directives from the Executive committee.

b. He/she shall receive and account for all society’s money derived from whatever source and hand it over to the treasurer within 48hours of collection.

c. He or she shall submit all receipts and payments to the executive committee.

d. He/she shall with the president and the treasurer be a signatory to the society’s accounts.

(e) The Treasurer 

a. He/she shall receive all the payments made to the financial secretary and make appropriate entries into his/her account book.

b. Collected funds shall thereafter be transferred to the Bank Account of the society within 48hours of its receipt.

c. He/she shall surrender all records and cash of the association in his/her custody to the auditors when needed.

(F) The Public Relations Officers

a. He/she shall be responsible for the publicity of the society.

b. He/she shall prepare press release on the activities of the society and also   defend actions of the society.

c. He/she shall circulate all publication of the society.

(G) Social Director

a. He/she shall plan and execute all social activities of the society.

b. He/she shall keep a record of all social activities of the society.

(H) Welfare Secretary

 

He/she shall be responsible for all welfare activities of the students.

(I) Sport Secretary

   

He/she shall be responsible for all sporting activities.

(J) Ex-Officio

There shall be two (2) ex-officio members one from 100 level and one from  

any level.

ARTICLE 7: TENURE OF OFFICE

No officers shall use more than two (2) consecutive terms in office.

ARTICLE 8: FINANCE

a.   The society shall be financed by money collected in form of annual subscription from students. The executive committee shall determine the amount of money payable for a year.

b.   The money shall be paid on or before registration and orientation week for    

       the new academic year.

c.    Members may be required to pay any other contribution, which the  

       society may impose from time to time to meet the society’s obligation.

d.    Members who fail to pay their annual subscription fee shall forfeit their  

       rights in the society. Further positive means cold also be used.

ARTICLE 9: STATUTORY COMMITTEE

(A) Editorial Committee

There shall be an Editorial committee selected from across the levels which shall be responsible for all the publications of the society. The publications shall include academic journals. The editorial committee shall be a five-man committee.

(B) Disciplinary Committee 

(i) No member of the society shall engage in activities likely to constitute a threat to the university, to the maintenance of peace, order and security among members of the university community or in any activity not conducive to the interest of the university.

(ii) Members of the disciplinary committee shall be appointed or elected by members of the congress.

(iii) One more than half shall constitute a quorum in the disciplinary committee. The disciplinary committee shall report to the congress after carrying thorough investigations.

ARTICLE 10: ELECTION

(i) Only financial members can vote and be voted for.

(ii) No member who has been in Lagos State University for less than one academic session shall be eligible to vote and be voted for.

(iii) An aspirant shall be nominated by at least two members of the society.

(iv) Elections shall be secret ballot

(v) The nominee with the greatest number of votes shall be declared the winner.

(vi) Election results shall be announced immediately after the votes are counted.

(vii) The duration of the executive shall be for one full academic session

(viii) Education students cannot contest for any office.

(ix) Elective student cannot contest at all

(x) The president is dedicated to 300 level students while all other post is opened.

(xi) A month to the end of the session the student congress would dissolve the present executive and a caretaker committee inaugurated with the responsibility of organizing election into various post available.

ARTICLE 11: MEETINGS

(i) Meetings shall be held twice in a month

(ii) Emergency meetings shall be called at any time when the need arise.

(iii) Executive meetings shall be held every week.

(iv) Decisions shall be taken by a simple majority vote.
